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Administrative Rules and Regulations

These Administrative Rules and Regulations are promulgated under the authority of the Bylaws of Woodbridge Condominium Association and the Vermont Condominium Ownership Act (Title 27 V.S.A., Chapter 15).

1. Modification of any kind to the exterior of any building may not be made without written request to and written approval from the Board of Directors. Any written requests for any modification to any units must be accompanied by detailed plans and specifications.

2. No owner may do or cause to be done any construction, repair, or alteration work whatsoever except to the boundaries of his Unit as defined in the Declaration. No work of any kind is to be done upon exterior building walls without first obtaining the written approval of the Board of Directors. No Unit Owner shall permit anything to be done or kept in his Unit or in the Common Elements which will result in the cancellation of insurance on the condominium or any part thereof or which would be in violation of any law, regulation, or administrative ruling. No waste shall be committed in the Common Elements.

3. No Unit Owner shall obstruct any of the Common Elements nor shall any Unit Owner store anything upon any of the Common Elements (except in those areas designated approval of the Board of Directors) without approval of the Board of Directors. Vehicular parking upon the Common Elements may be regulated or assigned by the Board of Directors. Nothing shall be altered or constructed in or removed from the Common Elements except upon the prior written consent of the Board of Directors.

4. No Unit Owner shall lease a Unit other than on a written form of lease approved by the Board of Directors and requiring the tenant to comply with the Declaration, the Bylaws, and the Administrative Rules and Regulations, and providing that failure to comply constitutes a default under the lease.. No such lease shall be for less than six (6) months' time except as otherwise agreed to by the Board of Directors.

5. No Unit Owner may use or permit his Unit to be used for commercial or dormitory use or for any use which is not compatible with residential living.

6. Outside clothesline or cloths drying and airing facilities are not permitted. No clothes, sheets, bedding, or other materials can be hung from windows, placed on windowsills, or on an outside clothesline, draped from a deck, railing, or fence, or otherwise left or placed in such a way as to be exposed to public view. Interior window dressings (i.e. curtains, drapes, etc.) shall conform to normally accepted material and decorative effect. Bed sheets, blankets and other such materials may not be used as window dressings.

7. ​No immoral, improper, offensive, or unlawful use shall be made of any Unit or common area, and all valid laws and regulations of all governmental bodies having jurisdiction shall be observed.  No nuisance or use or practice shall be allowed, or anything done or placed on any private or common area which may be deemed a source of unreasonable annoyance, embarrassment; or disturbance to other occupants as which interferes with the peaceful possession or proper use of other Units by their Owners or their tenants. Each building and each Unit therein shall be used solely for residential purposes and no trade or business of any kind may be carried on therein; (the lease or rental of any unit for single-family residential purposes shall not be considered to be carrying on of a trade or business).

8. The procedure for handling complaints shall be as follows: A complaint may be made to the President or an agent designated by the President, either verbally or in writing. The President, or agent, will then notify the subject of the complaint, by Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested.  If a satisfactory resolution is not met within a reasonable period of time, a fine may be imposed by the Board of Directors. When a fine is levied against a Unit Owner said Owner shall be notified in writing of such fine by Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested. In the event a fine is levied against a tenant, both the tenant and Unit Owner shall be notified of said fine by Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested, and Unit Owner is ultimately responsible for payment of said fine. Costs and attorney's fees arising out of any alleged default by a Unit Owner shall be paid by the prevailing party.

9. Tools, sporting goods, cooking equipment, bicycles, or other personal articles and equipment must be kept within the Limited Common Elements (i.e. deck) of an individual unit in a non-offensive manner.

10. All landscaping, maintenance. and improvement of common areas shall be done by or at the request of the Board of Directors.

11. Except as provided by the Bylaws, Unit Owners may not post signs in or on the property for any purposes, including signs advertising the sale. or rent of property.

12. Common areas adjacent to neighboring Units shall not be used for camping, organized sports and activities, or for any activity which is objectionable to neighboring Owners or their lessees, or which will otherwise interfere with the use by others of the common areas. There shall be no use of common areas which will injure or scar the common areas or the vegetation thereon or increase the cost of maintenance thereof.

13. Each Unit Owner will keep clean and free from unsightly objects the walkway and steps to his Unit.

14. All vehicles, including motor scooters. bicycles. and the like, shall be restricted to roads and parking areas and shall be operated in a safe and reasonable manner. No vehicle shall be left standing in such a manner as to prevent ready access to the units or so as to impede the access of firefighting equipment. Neither snowmobiles, all-terrain vehicles, nor off-road motorcycles may be operated on the Property.

15. Trailers, campers, recreational vehicles, or boats may be parked only in a parking area, if any, designated exclusively for such purposes by the Board of Directors, or in a Unit Owner's reserved parking space. No inoperative, unregistered, or derelict vehicles, or any other vehicle on which current registration plates are not displayed shall be kept anywhere on the Property.

16. The maintenance, keeping, boarding and/or raising of animals, livestock, poultry, or reptiles of any kind, regardless of number, shall be and is prohibited within any Unit or upon the Common Element except that the keeping of small, orderly domestic pets (i.e. dogs, cats, or caged birds) is permitted, subject to the rules and regulations adopted by the Board of Directors; provided, however, that such pets are not kept or maintained for commercial purposes or for breeding and provided, further, that any such pet causing or creating a nuisance or unreasonable disturbance or noise shall be permanently removed from the property upon ten (10) days written notice from the Board of Directors. All pets shall be registered with the Board of Directors and shall otherwise be registered and inoculated as required by law. The Town of Middlebury Leash Law for the control of dogs is hereby made a part of these Rules and Regulations. .

17. Open burning on any portion of the Property is prohibited.

18. All trash shall be stored inside.

19. No Owner or lessee shall engage any employee of the Association on any private business which would conflict with the performance of his duties for the Association without the consent of the Board of Directors.

20. Owners are held responsible for the actions of their pets, their children, and their guests.

21. The Board of Directors and its representatives are authorized to enter any unit at any reasonable time in order to accomplish emergency repairs inspections, etc.

22. All of the Administrative Rules and Regulations adopted pursuant to the Declaration and the Bylaws shall be deemed to compliment or implement the provisions of the Declaration and Bylaws, which provisions shall in all cases be controlling in the event of any inconsistency.

23. The use of the masculine gender in these Administrative Rules and Regulations shall be deemed to include the feminine and neuter genders and the use of the singular shall be deemed to include the plural, and vice-versa, whenever tile context so requires.
